7. DISCUSSION / ACTION

B. Tire Recycling Update

Kevin Sales, consultant with KJServices, presented an overview of the Tire Collection
Program and cited the number and tons of tires collected in events from Cycle 3 - Nov.
2015 through April 2015. Cycle 4 will run from October 2015 through June 2017.
Coordination efforts are underway with the cities and 11 events are being proposed.

C. Used Oil Program Update

April Hilario, HF&H Consultants, provided an update on the FY 2014/15 used oil filter
exchange events citing a record-breaking 1,742 filters collected. Advertising strategies
were discussed for FY 2015/16, and the Cycle 6 grant application was submitted on
June 15, 2015. A new resolution will need to be executed before June 2016 in order to
apply for the FY 2016/17 Used Oil Payment Program. The 2015/16 proposed budget
was included for the committee’s review.
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D. What Does the Supreme Court Alameda Ruling Mean for EPR and the Waste
Industry

Heidi Sanborn was in attendance by phone and presented information on the Supreme
Court Alameda Ruling for Extended Producer Responsibility. Heidi stated she would
forward a draft regional resolution for discussion at a future meeting and start with
stakeholders and copy Hans Kernkamp. Mr. Kernkamp will be contacted and asked to
make a presentation at a future meeting.
